Media Studies: Production Portfolio Evaluation

The evaluation should be approximately 500 words in length and needs to show the following:

· How effective is your analysis in showing your understanding of representation?

· How effective is your practical piece in showing your understanding of representation?

INTRO

Briefly sum up what you did in this unit – we learnt various theories of Representation, looked at a number of examples of films and music videos that we could analyse, applied our knowledge in the analysis and then created a product to show we understood how to apply this practically.

PARA 2

Evaluate your understanding of the theory of Representation.  Use terms such as encoding, decoding, ideology, stereotypes, simulation of reality, reading (preferred, oppositional, negotiated, aberrant).  Apply your understanding with examples in your chosen area of study.  For example, if you are analysing music videos in the hip-hop genre, discuss how your analysis shows an ideology (e.g. if you buy this product you are strong), a stereotype (e.g. all rappers are wealthy) and an oppositional reading (some may perceive the attitude to be arrogant rather than confident).

Discuss how well your analysis does the job required.

PARA 3

Evaluate your practical piece.  How easy was it to decide on your approach?  What examples did you model your work on?  Does this piece also reflect stereotypes, ideologies etc. and how successful is it?  What was it like using the software?  Did you make good progress?  How could you improve your piece in the future?

PARA 4
Conclude by summing up the overall project.  Did you enjoy it and if so why?  What are one or two of the key things you have learnt about representation?
